Bulleted Directions: For each bulleted heading, fill in the appropriate answer that most accurately describes Abigail Williams’ profile and point of view. For Reverend Hale, Giles Corey, and Judge Danforth, briefly state the biggest plot development that happened to each during Act III as a result of their interaction with you (as Abiligail).
