Directions: Critically read “Homilies of the English Church” on the back of this page in preparation of writing a multi-paragraph essay.  Use the writing process to help you organize your critical thoughts and point of analysis.  Write an essay based on one of the following prompts:

Prompt 1:  Drawing on your experiences, write a multi-paragraph essay about a time where you rebelled against the establishment or an authority figure in order to pursue one of your ambitions.  Cite examples from history, current events, or your role models, and use “Homilies of the English Church” to compare and contrast your experiences.  You will have two class periods to compose your essay.
Prompt 2:  Write a multi-paragraph essay about a person who rebelled against society or an authority figure in order to achieve one of her or his ambitions.  Cite examples from history, current events, your role model’s life, or your life, and use “Homilies of the English Church” to compare and contrast her or his experiences.  You will have two class periods to compose your essay.  
Rubric: Your essay will be evaluated according to the criteria established by the Subject A Examination rubric.  Consideration is given for reading and writing accomplished in a single class period, as opposed to the benefits associated with multiple edits and revisions.

6
A 6 paper commands attention because of its insightful development and mature style.  It presents a cogent response to the text, elaborating that response with well-chosen examples and persuasive reasoning.  The 6 paper shows that its writer can usually choose words aptly, use sophisticated sentences effectively, and observe the conventions of writing English.
5
A 5 paper is clearly competent.  It presents a thoughtful response to the text, elaborating that response with appropriate examples and sensible reasoning.  A 5 paper typically has a less fluent and complex style than a 6, but does show that its writer usually choose words accurately, vary sentences effectively, andobserve the conventions the conventions of writing English.

4 
A 4 paper is satisfactory, sometimes marginally so.  It presents an adequate response to the text, elaborating that response with sufficient examples and reasoning.  Just as these examples and this reasoning will ordinarily be less developed than those in 5 papers, so will the 4 paper’s style be less effective.  Nevertheless, a 4 paper shows that its writer can usually choose words of sufficient precision, control sentences of reasonable variety, and observe the conventions of writing English.
3
A 3 paper in unsatisfactory in one or more of the following ways.  It may respond to the text illogically; it may lack coherent structure or elaborating with examples; it may reflect an incomplete understanding of the text or the topic.  Its prose is usually characterized by at least one of the following: frequently imprecise word choice; little sentence variety; occasional major errors in grammar and usage, or frequent minor errors.
2 
A 2 paper shows serious weakness, ordinarily of several kinds.  It frequently presents a simplistic, inappropriate, or incoherent response to the text, one that may suggest some significant misunderstanding of the text or the topic. Its prose is usually characterized by at least one of the following: simplistic or inaccurate word choices; monotonous or fragmented sentence structure; many repeated errors in grammar, and usage.

1 A 1 paper suggests serve difficulties in reading and writing conventional English.  It may disregard the topic’s demands, or it may lack any appropriate pattern of structure or development.  It may be inappropriate brief.  It often has a pervasive pattern of errors in word choice, sentence structure, grammar, and usage.
Vaulting Ambition

Pre-reading Essay for Macbeth

Reading Context:  In Shakespeare's time, everyone was required to listen to sermons on "Obedience" and "Disobedience and Rebellion," which were read once a year to all subjects of the King or Queen. These extracts from the Homilies of the English Church show how the people of Shakespeare's times would have judged Macbeth. 

From “Homilies of the English Church”

Kings, Queens, and other Princes...are ordained of God, and [are] to be obeyed, and honoured of their subjects: such subjects as are disobedient or rebellious against their Princes, disobey God and procure their own damnation. 

Take away Kings, Princes, Rulers, Magistrates, Judges, and such estates of God’s order, no man shall ride or go by the high way unrobbed, no man shall sleep in his own house or bed unkilled, no man shall keep his wife, children and possession in quietness, all things shall be common, and there must needs follow all mischief, and utter destruction both of souls, bodies, goods and commonwealths. 

When the Subjects unnaturally do rebel against their Prince, [the effect of their disobedience is] to bring in all trouble, sorrow, disquietness of minds, and bodies, …to turn all good order upside down, to bring all good laws in contempt, …and to set...all vicious, and wicked men at liberty to work their wicked wills. 

There are two chief causes of Rebellion: [ambition and ignorance]. So are there specially two sorts of men in whom these vices do raign, by whom the Devil, the authour of all evil, doth chiefly stir up all disobedience, and Rebellion. 

The restless ambitious, having once determined by one means or other to achieve to their intended purpose, when they cannot by lawful, and peaceable means clime so high as they do desire, they attempt the same by force, and violence: wherein when they cannot prevail against the ordinary authority, and power of lawful Princes and Governours themselves alone, they do seek the aid, and help of the ignorant multitude, abusing them to their wicked purpose. 

Where most Rebellions and Rebels be there is the express similitude of Hell, and the Rebels themselves are the very figures of fiends and devils, and their Captain the ungracious pattern of Lucifer, and Sathan, the prince of darkness; of whose Rebellion as they be followers, so shall they be of his damnation in hell undoubtedly be partakers.
