Alienation: “Everything was happening without my participation.  My fate was being decided without anyone so much as asking my opinion” (Camus 98).








Alienation: “For the third time I’ve refused to see the chaplain. I don’t have anything to say to him: I don’t feel like talking, and I’ll be seeing him soon enough as it is” (Camus 108).








Existential Alienation and Nothingness leading to Existential Freedom





Nothingness: Truman is brought down to nothing after his “wife” left him and so he moves into the basement.











Nothingness: Truman is has reached nothingness when he is sailing out to sea.

Freedom: Truman experiences freedom when he has reached the end o his world and exits Seahaven.








Freedom: Meursault is free because he is beheaded and is no longer judged by society.
