Rubric for Performance
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An “A” performance will do an or most of the following:

· voice is clear, strong, and varies in intensity

· strong eye contact with the audience

· setting includes thematic, colorful background and props 

· shows characters writing reviews and entering studio

· cue cards are used but not over-relied upon

· well rehearsed and confident in delivery of script

· stays in character, especially when not speaking

· appearance matches the characterization

· theme music with voice-over is used to introduce and close the show

A “B” performance will do all or most of the following:

· voice is clear and varies in intensity

· maintains eye contact with the audience

· setting includes thematic background and props

· cue cards are used

· well rehearsed and fairly confident in delivery of script

· mostly stays in character, even when not speaking

· theme music is used to introduce and close the show

A “C” performance will do all or most of the following:

· voice is clear

· cue cards are used

· setting includes thematic background and props

· establishes eye contact with the audience but over-relies on script

· sounds as if script is being read, not performed

· mostly stays in character, except when not speaking

A “WH” performance will do all or most of the following:

· voice is monotonous, often difficult to hear

· over-relies on script

· setting does not include thematic background or props

· sounds as if script is being read, not performed
