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SENIOR RESEARCH PROJECT OUTLINE
I) Introduction

A) Set the Mood

1) What is love if it is not infinite?
2) Love is something that cannot be taken lightly and is dealt with all the time.  Sometimes being away from the loved one or what feels like being around them forever deepens the true love.

3) With the book Tuck Everlasting, by Natalie Babbitt, Winnie Foster finds herself wanting to live life forever with Jesse Tuck.  As one love crazed boy finds out in the song “Stuck to you”, written and performed by the band Hellogoodbye, no matter how far away from his loved one he is he feels near and cannot wait to be physically near again.  In a strange way Julien and Sophie, who find themselves buried in 25 feet of cement, find their way of infinite love in the movie Love Me If You Dare, by Yann Samuell. 

4) Despite the countless choices and events that young romantics face, they will have an infinite love for each other because they are infinitely in each others hearts, minds, and soul – evermore.
II) Body of supporting paragraphs

A) Supports Structure of Thesis:

1) Statement: Every once and a while people wonder what forever is with someone.

2) Example: “Grow up with them and perhaps, if it was true about the spring- then perhaps when she was seventeen… she glanced at Jesse, where he sat on the floor his curly head bent over his plate” ( Babbitt 91).
3) Explanation: Winnie is curious about Jesse Tuck.  He asked her to drink from the spring to live with her forever and is confused by the idea.  Can the spring really let her live forever?
4) Example:  “She could not deal with this remarkable suggestion, she could not ‘think on it’.  For she didn’t know what to think about anything” (72).
5) Explanation: Winnie loves Jesse she knows she dose and with just finding out that these Tucks can live forever she is scared and strangely comforted by the fact.  Scared because she does not know whether or not to believe them.  Comforted because she will never have to worry about their getting hurt. 

B) Supports Structure of Thesis:
1) Statement: What if the chance of eternal life was given for eternal love?

2) Example: “How’d it be if you was to wait till you’re seventeen, same age as me, and then you could go away with me!  We could get married even!”  (Babbitt 71-72)

3) Explanation: Jessie asks Winnie to drink from a magic spring to live forever with him.  Ten year old Winnie is dazzled at the prospect of being able to join him but something holds her back.  That something is what Angus Tuck discussed with her.
4) Example: “It’s a wheel Winnie.  Everything’s a wheel, turning and turning, never stopping….  And people. But never the same ones.  Always coming in new, always growing and changing, and always moving on” (62).
5) Explanation: Angus tells Winnie how life is supposed to keep going not just stop and live forever.  This gets her thinking no mater how much she loves Jesse that she must keep living and growing because that is the way things are.  As much as Jesse is lonely and wants Winnie to drink from the spring there is an equal part of him that does not want her to drink from the spring and end up like him.

C) Supports Structure of Thesis:
1) Statement: There is always a disillusion that long distance love is impossible, that it will not work out.

2) Example: “We lock lips, and throw the key out, till it slips that, I must leave town, our love reaches, across oceans, to your beaches, lonely notions” (Hellogoodbye 23-29).
3) Explanation: Here Forest describes his relationship with his love.  He describes the reaches of their love how far and vast it is.  It cannot be broken by distance it will always maintain it’s potency

4) Example: “Hearts on the floor, my feet feel like lead, I’d quit the tour” (13-15).
5) Explanation: Even when he is away he dreams of the time he can leave his job and go see her.  He talks about leaving his tour for her which is a big thing considering he is a lead singer of a band.  Therefore, it seems he is willing to throw away his living to spend some more time with her.
D) Supports Structure of Thesis:
1)  Statement: Remember the feeling, the pang in your heart, and when it is felt no one cannot help but think of their significant other.  The feeling of pure bliss that is the time you feel that connection, the red string that ties your fate together.
2) Example: “It’s like you gloss your lips with glue.  Oh we kiss and I am stuck to you” (13-15).
3) Explanation: Forest feels the connection between him and his girlfriend.  He will infinitely feel close to her.

4) Example: “Our only connection is synthetically, we show our affection electronically” (17-18).
5) Explanation: They keep in touch through all means possible when they are separated over vast distances.  He describes their connection to be wires and electrical current sending their affection e-mail by email, call by call, and text by text.  They enjoy each others company.
E) Supports Structure of Thesis:
1) Statement: When the heart is confused by the games of childhood we tend to forget the difference of the real and the imaginary

2) Example: This game started with a pretty house.  A pretty bus with no driver.  A pretty box… and a pretty girl” (Yann 0:03:03).
3) Explanation: Julien starts the game as an apology to Sophie and it expanded from there.  The game became an addiction between the two.  They upped the dares every time and every time the game took over their lives.

4)  Example: “The problem is, that even if you said, “I love it” I won’t believe you.  I no longer know when you’re playing or not… Tell me that you love me first because I'm afraid that if I tell you first you'll think that I'm playing the game” (0:42:11).
5) Explanation: Sophie trying to gain her courage “speaks” to Julien.  Telling him how she feels and how this game is frustrating her beyond belief.  She loves him but is afraid that he doesn’t feel the same because she still thinks that he’s playing their child hood game whenever she asks him something.

F) Supports Structure of Thesis:
1) Statement: Few understand what an infinite love is; it is a love where there are no stakes to high to risk being with a loved one.
2) Example: “And that’s how we won the game.  Together, happy and deep in concrete.  We finally shared our childhood dream, the dream of endless love” (1:26:04).
3) Explanation: Julien and Sophie loved each other so much that they went to extremes to stay together infinitely.

4) Example: “‘You know... there were lots of things I was game for that you never said.’  Julien comments his voice wavering 
 ‘Like?’
 ‘Eating ants... insulting the unemployed... loving you like crazy.’  They smile at each other then kiss” (1:23:03).
5) Explanation: Julien lists off all the other things he would do for her if only she asked him too.  He loves her so much that there is nothing he would not risk just to make her believe in his love for her.

III. Conclusion

A. Close the Mood

1) People notice through life that there is a forever type of love, and infinite kind of love between two people, whether they are together or not, it is there in their love.

2) Sometimes love does not work out except it does not mean that there is not an infinite love between people.  Love needs to be worked upon to keep intact and there are various choices to be made.  Winnie chose not to drink the water but that does not mean that she did not truly love Jesse.  Forest no matter where he is will forever thinks about his significant other.  Julien and Sophie?
