Perception Is Reality
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1) Do not look at the playing card you have been given.

2) Without looking at the face of the card, hold it up to your forehead so others can see the face of the card.

3) Then, interact with other people and treat them on a scale of avoidance, disgust, unfriendliness, indifference, friendliness,  and admiration according to the ranking of the playing card with deuces (2) being lowest and aces being highest.

4) Below is a sliding scale of how to interact with people when you read the value of the card above their head.

5) After five minutes of interacting with each other, sit down with the person you are in closest proximity to, discuss how you were treated, and see if you can guess which card you had.  If you do not know the name of the person you are paired with, introduce yourself.
6) After looking at your card, using your best English, respond in writing to the following questions.  Your response must be at least 250 words.
a. How did people treat you?

b. When did you begin to get an idea of what card you had?

c. What made you realize this?

d. Once you had an idea of what your card was, how did it affect the way you interacted with other people?

e. What conclusions can you draw about the relationship between the way people perceive others based on their appearance?  

f. Lastly, write about how the clothes one wears, the way she or he does her or his hair, and any other personal touches (piercings, make-up, tattoos, jewelry, etc.) affects how that person acts.
