An “A” response will do all or most of the following:

· Writes in complete sentences

· Restates the question as part of the answer

· Relatively few spelling, grammatical, or mechanical errors

· Directly cites (quotes) the part of the story or essay that supports the answer

· Clearly explains how the cited examples supports the answer

· Answers all parts of the question

· Answer is at least three sentences long

A “B” response will do all or most of the following:

· Writes in complete sentences

· Restates the question as part of the answer

· Minor spelling, grammatical, or mechanical errors

· Paraphrases or summarizes the part of the story or essay that supports the answer

· Explains how the paraphrased or summarized examples supports the answer

· Answers all parts of the question

· Answer is at least three sentences long

A “C” response will do all or most of the following:

· Writes in complete sentences

· Restates the question as part of the answer

· Spelling, grammatical, or mechanical errors occur

· Briefly paraphrases or summarizes the part of the story or essay that supports the answer

· Briefly explains how the paraphrased or summarized examples supports the answer

· Most parts of the question answered

A “WH” response will do all or most of the following:

· Writes in incomplete sentences

· Question not restated as part of the answer

· Distracting spelling, grammatical, or mechanical errors 
· Question partially answered but not explained
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
